the fruit

To go with lesson 1 & 2  Teacher’s seed model  (enlarge this so students can see it ) 

 

Seeds can start with turning points or strong feelings:   

o a first or last time we did something,  

o a time we learned something 

o a time we had a problem and discovered a solution  

 

Prompts: 
• Which card reminds you of a story about 

yourself?  Why? 

• Which card reminds you of your family?  Why? 

• Which card reminds you of a place you have 

been?  Why? 
 

Fold in half on first day so only 3 prompts are shown 

Prompts: 
• Which card  reminds you of someone you know?  

Explain. 

• Which card reminds you of a time when you felt 

a strong emotion: sad, happy, embarrassed…?  

Explain. 

• Which card reminds you of something you 

learned?  Explain. 
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
